The scholarship will be paid to the college in two 
installments, one for each of the first two semesters, upon receipt of proof of registration 
received by the Community Foundation of North Mississippi, the administrator of the 
scholarship.

c. Resumé (limited to 1 typed page) outlining past your honors, accomplishments, 

memberships, positions, and involvement in organizations.
